Property Description: The Brown Sugar Gold Property consists of two (contiguous N-S)
patented mining claims of 11.129 and 13.962 hectares. The
property is further described as ME43 TR353 1/2;PCL 6085SEC
and ME41, TRP354 1/2;PCL 8030SEC. The northwest corner of
ME43 is near Skynner Lake.

Access: The property areais accessible by secondary road off of the Delnite

Geology: The Brown Sugar Gold Property is located within the Western Abitibi Sub-

Prospecting or investigating near-surface geophysical anomalies found most of these
deposits Mafic volcanic rocks of the Central Formation, Komatiitic Rocks of the Hersey
Lake Formation and Magnesian Basalts, underlie the property from north to South. The
geology map attached shows the regional geology in the vicinity of the Brown Sugar
Gold Property claim group®.

Along strike to the east, within the Central formation there are three past producers with
production of more than 4.39 million ounces of gold (700m, 2.0 km and 2.8 km: Delnite,
Aunor and Buffalo Ankerite respectively).
